Guidance Notes

Designating a Neighbourhood Area is one of the first formal steps in the development of a Neighbourhood Plan – a Neighbourhood Plan cannot be prepared without a Neighbourhood Area and Neighbourhood Forum (where necessary) first being designated. 

This application form (excluding any specific contact details) will be published on the Council’s website as part of the designation process. 

What is a Neighbourhood Plan?
A Neighbourhood Plan provides the opportunity for local communities to shape where they live and work through the preparation of locally specific planning policies. 

Further details on how to prepare a Neighbourhood Plan are provided in the Neighbourhood Planning Toolkit.

What is a ‘Qualifying Body’?
Where there is a Parish Council for the proposed Neighbourhood Area, they will be the Qualifying Body. Where there is not a Parish Council (including where there is a Parish Meeting rather than a Parish Council), a neighbourhood forum will need to be established and designated so that they can be the Qualifying Body.
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
